Please also submit a short paragraph (no more than 200 words) explaining your artwork, to be mounted next to your work, should you be chosen for the exhibition. This decision will be made on how creatively you have responded to the brief, originality of ideas and quality of work. Artists will be notified by email by June 15th as to whether or not you have been successful.

Delivery of Work

Should you be successful you will receive further information with your conformation email. It is the artist’s responsibility to deliver and collect their work from the gallery on the dates agreed between themselves and the exhibition committee. Artists will not be involved in the curation of the exhibition. 

Insurance

The artists are entirely responsible for their pictures during transit to and from the exhibition. All works selected for exhibition will be covered by IYAF insurance policy from 17th June – 18th July inclusive. 

About International Youth Arts Festival

The International Youth Arts Festival (IYAF) was established in 2008 with the ambition to create a festival of national importance, showcasing youth arts (5-26yrs) of the highest quality. In just over two years, it has made considerable strides in achieving this goal. In late 2010, the charity changed its name to CREATIVE YOUTH to reflect the year-long programme of work it now undertakes, enabling young people to realise their potential through the arts, culminating and celebrated in the annual International Youth Arts Festival in Kingston Upon Thames, this year from the 1st to 18th July 2011. The Earl of Wessex the Charities President speaking at the Creative Youth From Amazon showcase at the Rose Theatre in January 2011 said: “It is in these difficult times that great art is often produced.
